What is business incubation?
Business incubation is an organizational support process that seeks to accelerate the successful development of start-up, early stage, or struggling businesses. They provide entrepreneurs with an array of specialized services including technical support, work space, mentoring, and resources. A primary goal of a business incubator is to nurture a small business so that it can become financially self-sufficient and sustainable in the community environment.
